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[ ]
A token is the smallest part of a corpus. Typically, any word, number or other sequence 
of characters between two spaces count as tokens. Punctuation also counts as tokens. 

A CQL has to contain one pair of square brackets for each token, i.e. two tokens [ ] [ ] 
three tokens [ ] [ ] [ ]. Conditions for each token are inserted inside the square brackets.
